This chapter shall be known and may be cited as the "Anti-Litter Ordinance" of [Municipality].

AUTHORIZED PRIVATE RECEPTACLE -- A litter storage and collection receptacle as required by

PRIVATE PREMISES -- Any dwelling, house, building or other structure, designed or used either wholly or
in part for private residential purposes, whether inhabited or temporarily or continuously uninhabited or vacant,
and shall include any yard, grounds. walk. driveway, porch, steps, vestibule or mailbox belonging to or
appurtenant to such dwelling, house, building or other structure.

PUBLIC PLACE -- Any and all streets, sidewalks, boulevards, parking lots open to the public, parking areas
open to the public, alleys and other public ways, and any and all public parks, squares, spaces, grounds and
public buildings.

REFUSE -- All putrescible and gonputrescibls solid wastes (except body wastes), including ashes, street
cleanings, dead animals, abandoned automobiles, other abandoned personal property and solid market and
industrial wastes.

RUBBISH -- Nonputrescible solid wastes consisting of both tible and tible wastes, such as
abandoned circulars, leaflets, pamphlets. wrappers, handbills, newspapers and all and any other printed or
nonprinted paper material, cigarettes, cardboard, tin cans, yard clippings, leaves. wood, glass and other similar
materials.

Littering in public places is prohibited.

No person shall throw or deposit litter in or upon any street, sidewalk or other public place within the
[Municipality] except in public receptacles duly authorized and provided bv the [Mnnlcnpa].ltv],
authorized private receptacles for collection, or in areas officially desi d as [Munici
